On motion by Councilman Orona Moon and seconded by Councilman Ornelasona, the Council voted
unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda as presented; Minutes of regular City Council
Meeting on June 298, 2017; Final Audit for FY2016; Approval of water sales as amended;
Minutes of July 06, 2017 special meeting.
 Minutes of Council Workshop from June 13, 2017; Minutes of Council
Workshop from June 20, 2017.

Item F. Non-Consent Agenda

1. MULTI-FAMILY HOUSINGDISCUSS/CONSIDER  Bill Newsome, presented the Council with a proposal and
requested financial help for the development of multi-family housing project. There would be
144 units of housing and will be built as a HUD, which is the most affordable to benefit
The tenants that will be housed in the units.  No action taken.Gary Rumbaugh, Public Works Director, requested that the Council
approve the purchase of a generator for the water pump house at the city warehouse. The total
cost would be at $121,000 but considering that only $85,000 has been budgeted Mr. Rumbaugh
asked if he could purchase what he can with what is budgeted for the FY16-17 and then complete the purchase once the funds are available for the FY17-18. On motion by Councilman Moon and seconded by Councilman Tellez, the Council voted unanimously to approve the purchase of a generator for up to the cost of $85,000 from the FY16-17 budget and the rest being purchased from the FY17-18 budget. 



2. PLAT APPROVALDISCUSS/CONSIDER Gary Rumbaugh, Public Works Director, requested that the Council
approve the purchase of water meters for the water well field. Mr. Rumbaugh stated that $55,000
was budgeted for the meters the quotes are as follows 1) PureOps ($45,715.20) 2) HD Supply
Waterworks $58,299.99. On motion of Councilman Orona, the Council voted unanimously to
approve the purchase of water meters through PureOps for the amount of $45,715.20. 

3.3. UPDATE PUBLIC HEARING Venetta Seals, Mayor, called to action a public hearing of the proposed
extension of the city municipal boundaries by annexation of properties located to the north and
south of town. Brandon Gaynor, Colgate Energy, stated that Colgate has directed traffic around
the town even purchasing land to help divert their employee traffic from going through city
limits and wants to know how the annexation will affect their efforts for development. Mr. Gaynor also stated working under city ordinance is more expensive for Colgate and their investors. Rod Ponton, City Attorney, stated that newly passed municipal regulations can affect the progress but grandfathered agreements and good faith is on Colgate’s side. Steven Banker, Badger Mining, had the same concerns as Mr. Gaynor and wants to understand how the annexation will affect them cost wise. Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, stated that considering the fact that the City enacted the annexation they will cover the cost to furnish utilities and measures will be taken to offset cost because the City is pro-business and development. Councilman Tellez suggested that himself, the City Manager and Steven Baker plan a meeting to discuss the matter in closer detail. David Duree, CPA for Weaver and Tidwell, L.L.P., presented the Council with the 
results of the 2016 fiscal year audit report. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by 
Councilman Orona, the Council voted unanimously to accept the results of the 2016 fiscal year 
audit as presented.

4.  UPDATE John Salcido, Housing Authority Executive Director, updated the Council on the 
activities of the Pecos Housing Authority. Mr. Salcido stated that they manage 186 apartments, 
Two community centers, they utilize the WIC and SNAP programs for their tenants. MULTI-FAMILY HOUSING Bill Newsome, Newsome Development and Investment, Inc.,
presented the Council with a grant request for a multi-family housing project. On motion by
Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilwoman Baca, with Councilman Orona voting 
against the Council voted 3:1 to allow Acting City Manager Seth Sorensen to negotiate the grant 
request for the multi-family housing project with Newsome Development and Investment, Inc.
and to bring back to Council for final approval.

5. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Kenneth Winkles, PEDC Director, presented the Council with the
PEDC activity report for the second quarter for 2017. No action taken.

6. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Heather Ramirez, Finance Director, presented the Council with the 
investment report for the second quarter of 2017. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded 
by Councilman Tellez, the Council voted unanimously to approve the 2017 second quarter 
investment report.

7. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Heather Ramirez, Finance Director, presented the Council with the 
Finance report for the second quarter of 2017. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded 
by Councilman Moon, the Council voted unanimously to approve the 2017 second quarter 
finance report.



8. RESOLUTION 17-07-01R BANK ACCOUNTS AND FUNDS Heather Ramirez, Finance 
Director, presented the Council with Resolution 17-07-01R, a resolution approving the closure of 
certain bank accounts and funds. On motion by Councilman Moon and seconded by Councilman 
Orona, the Council voted unanimously to approve Resolution 17-07-01R. 

9. RESOLUTION 17-07-02R MOVE FUNDS Heather Ramirez, Finance Director, presented 
the Council with Resolution 17-07-02R, a resolution approving the move of funds from the 
general funds reserve to the general fund CIP for the splash pad. Mrs. Ramirez asked that the 
reading of the resolution be postponed so that wording can be added to the resolution before it is 
presented to the Council. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Moon, 
the Council voted unanimously to allow Resolution 17-07-02R to be postponed for more 
information.

10. RESOLUTION 17-07-03R AIRPORT MANAGER Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, 
presented the Council with Resolution 17-07-03R, a resolution approving the contract for the 
Airport Manager/FBO position. Brett Grigry was present and introduced himself to the Council. 
On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman Tellez, the Council voted 
unanimously to approve the contract appointing Brett Grigry as the Airport Manager/FBO.

11. RESOLUTION 17-07-04R INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT Heather Ramirez, Finance 
Director,  presented the Council with Resolution 17-07-04R, a resolution approving the City to 
enter into an interlocal agreement with  Reeves County to hold joint elections in the November 
2017 elections. On motion by Councilman Moon and Councilman Orona, the Council voted 
unanimously to approve Resolution 17-07-04R.

12. ORDINANCE 17-06-03 ADOPTION OF 2015 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN Seth
Sorenson, Acting City Manager, presented the Council with Ordinance 17-06-03, an ordinance 
enacting the 2015 Comprehensive Plan. After the presentation the public hearing was announced, 
there were no public comments or complaints. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded 
by Councilman Moon, the Council voted unanimously to approve the second reading or 
Ordinance 17-06-03. 

13. ORDINANCE 17-06-04 RRLF Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, presented the council 
with Ordinance 17-06-04, an ordinance establishing a residential revolving loan fund (RRLF) to 
assist housing developers. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman 
Orona, the Council voted unanimously to approve the second reading of Ordinance 17-06-04.


14. ORDINANCE 17-06-05 VARIOUS CODE UPDATES Seth Sorensen, Acting City 
Manager, presented the Council with Ordinance 17-06-05, an ordinance updating the City Code 
of Ordinances. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Orona, the 
Council voted unanimously to approve the second reading of Ordinance 17-06-04.

15. ORDINANCE 17-06-06 PEDDLERS Seth Sorenson, Acting City Manager, presented the 
Council with Ordinance 17-06-06, an ordinance amending chapter 48 of the City Code of 
Ordinances. There were various changes made to Chapter 48 of the city code such as temporary 
permit prices would now be $150 and anyone wanting to obtain a temporary permit must turn in 
an application no later than one day before the scheduled event. Councilwoman Baca stated that 
$150 is a lot to ask for a temporary permit for an event that would only last one night. On motion 
by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Orona, the Council voted unanimously to 
approve the second reading of Ordinance 17-06-06, with the noted changed that a temporary 
permit would be priced at $50, per event. 

16.PostponeORDINANCE 17-07-01 COUNCIL TERMS Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, 
presented the Council with Ordinance 17-07-01, an ordinance amending section 3.01 of the 
Charter of the City Code of Ordinances, regulating City Council term cycles. On motion by 
Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman Tellez, the Council voted unanimously to 
approve the first reading of Ordinance 17-07-01.


17. ORDINANCE 17-07-02 RAILROAD CROSSING Rod Ponton, City Attorney, presented the Council with Ordinance 17-07-02, an ordinance concerning the US 285 railroad crossing. Rod Ponton stated Ordinance 17-07-02 will allow a fine $2,000, per occurrence, to an operator of any railroad train to operate or to direct the operation of the same in such manner as to prevent the use of the US 285 railroad crossing. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman Tellez, the Council voted unanimously to approve the first reading of Ordinance 17-07-02.

18. UPDATE Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, stated that the progress on the splash pad is moving along quick and smoothly. Mr. Sorensen presented photos of the progress and stated city employees are also working on installing the plumbing lines around the park. No action taken.

19. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Arthur Orona, Councilman, suggested making the intersection of Oak and 2nd Street a four way stop. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Orona, the Council voted unanimously to make the intersection of Oak and 2nd St a four way stop. 

20. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, presented the Council with a Memorandum of Agreement between Reeves County Detention Center III and the Town of Pecos City Ambulance/EMS Service, to assure a planned, organized response to emergency situations. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman Tellez, the Council voted unanimously to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between the Town of Pecos City Ambulance/EMS and Reeves County Detention Center III.

21. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, presented the Council with a Memorandum of Agreement between Reeves County Detention Center III and the Town of Pecos City Volunteer Fire Department, to assure a planned, organized response to emergency situations.
