Item A. Mayor Venetta Seals called the August 1, 2017 meeting to order at 5:30 pm.

Item D. Public Comments

Dorinda Millan, West of the Pecos Museum Director, stated that their two “Pecos Proud” boots were in and looked very beautiful out at the museum and invited everyone to go and check them out. 

Kenneth Winkles, PEDC Director, introduced Javier Cruz, Cruz Construction, to the Council and credited him and his general contractor Les for the residential building that has gone on around town. 

Venetta Seals, Mayor, read a proclamation expressing gratitude to residential home builders who are helping to make Pecos a better place to live by actively developing housing opportunities. Mayor Seals also extended her gratitude to Javier Crus, Cruz Construction for all he has done for the Town of Pecos City. The Mayor went on to proclaim August 10, 2017 “Home Builders Appreciation Day.”

Item E. Consent Agenda
 
On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Ornelas, the Council voted 
unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda as presented; Minutes for Regular City Council Meeting 
07-27-17; Minutes of Special Meeting held on 08-01-2017.

Item F. Non-Consent Agenda

1. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Ricky Herrera, Emergency Management Coordinator, presented the 
Council with additional cost associated with installing new emergency sirens. The original cost of the
sirens was estimated at $76,615.00, with additional cost depending on features the Council decided on
and a $3,500 remobilization fee. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman
Ornelas, the Council voted unanimously to grant an additional cost of $21,645.50 for the installation of
a 508-128 electro-mechanical siren, and $3,500 remobilization fee for a total cost of $101,615.00 for
the emergency sirens. 

2. UPDATE Kenneth Winkles, PEDC Director, updated the Council on current and future projects for
the Economic Development. Mr. Winkles named various eateries that would soon be calling Pecos
home, such as Dickeys BBQ, Dominoes and KFC (pending). Mr. Winkles also stated that Flo-Zone,
oil-field equipment would be breaking ground in the near future, which will provide up to 20 jobs for
residents. Mr. Winkles then stated that he is working at the pace of the City and once engineering plans
have been finalized on Cannon St. he will be able to provide more updates. Seth Sorensen, Acting City
Manager, stated that the engineering plans are 90% complete for Cannon and Arizona streets. There
are also various housing, restaurant and retail projects in the works. No action taken.

3. UPDATE Clay McKinney, Chief of Police, updated the Council on the progress of the Police
Officer Memorial. Chief McKinney stated that $24,000 had been collected so far by donations and
forfeited money. Jesus Gomez, MIS, stated that the information to donate money is on the City
website. No action taken.

4. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Syra Nichols, City Secretary, stated that Apache Corporation recently
advertised for applicants to apply for a “Tree Grant” the grant allows for up to 50 trees to be donated to
the applicant for planting. Mrs. Nichols informed she had already applied for the grant since there is
not a funding match requirement. No action taken.

5. DISCUSS/CONSIDER (item was moved up ahead of item one) Gary Rumbaugh, Public Works
Director, presented the Council with an application submitted by 1450 Industrial Park, L.L.C. for the
purchase of bulk water. Sam Barron, 1450 Industrial Park, L.L.C., stated that they had estimated that
45,000 gallons of water per day are expected to be used for residents staying at their man-camp park.
Mr. Barron also stated that he had spoken with Gary Rumbaugh, Public Works Director, and he had
been told that they would receive untreated water so there would be an extra expense of having the
water treated to make it safe enough for residents to drink, he went on to ask that considering the extra
expense if 1450 Industrial Park, L.L.C could be given a lower rate for the bulk water. On motion by
Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman Ornelas, the Council voted unanimously to approve
the resale of bulk water permit as submitted by 1450 Industrial Park, L.L.C., pending a negotiated
price.

6. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, asked the Council to consider
renewing an oil lease agreement between the Town of Pecos City and Noble Energy once their current
lease expires. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Orona, the Council
voted unanimously to decline the oil lease renewal. 

7. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Rod Ponton, City Attorney, requested that the Council consider submitting
a letter to TXDot Commissioner concerning the railroad crossings. Mr. Ponton stated the issues with
trains stopped at cross roads has yet to be alleviated and is hoping the submission of the letter would 
be a step in the right direction. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman
Ornelas, the Council voted unanimously to approve submitting a letter to the TxDOT Commissioner,
pending re-draft before submitting the letter. 

8. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Seth Sorensen, Acting City Manager, presented the Council with an 
amendment to the current RG3 contract regarding issues that have prevented an accurate use of the 
AMI system. With a functioning AMI system meters can be read and readings are transmitted to a
centralized location (City Hall), due to unforeseen problems vandalism, broken meters, etc. the system
has not been able to transmit readings accurately. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by
Councilman Tellez, the Council voted unanimously to approve the amendment to the RG3 contract,
removing the AMI system and continuing with drive-by meter readings.

9. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Clay McKinney, Chief of Police, requested that the Council approve the
submission of a grant for rifle resistant body armor for the Pecos Police Department. On motion by 
Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman Ornelas, the Council voted unanimously to approve 
the submission of a grant for rifle resistant body armor. 

10. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Seth Sorensen, acting City Manager, presented the Council with the idea 
of creation a task force of that will meet along with employees of TxDOT, City, and County to discuss 
transportation and traffic issues. Councilman Tellez volunteered to be on the task force along with 
Lupe Davis, Chamber of Commerce Director. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by 
Councilman Tellez, the Council voted unanimously to implement the creation of the “I-20 Task 
Force.”

11. DISCUSS/CONSIDER Rod Ponton, City Attorney, presented the Council with the idea of
creating a “pre-annexation agreement’ between Colgate and the Town of Pecos City. Mr. Ponton went
on to state research needs to be done and the agreement discussed beforehand to ensure that the
agreement is with legal bounds. No action taken. 

12. RESOLUTION 17-08-01R Heather Ramirez, Finance Director, presented the Council with 
Resolution 17-08-01R, a resolution amending the FY17 budget related to the Pecos Police Department 
Memorial. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Ornelas the Council voted 
unanimously to approve Resolution 17-08-01R.

13. ORDINANCE 17-07-03 ZONING ORDINANCE UPDATE Seth Sorensen Acting City
Manager, presented Council with Ordinance 17-07-03, an ordinance amending the city’s current
zoning ordinance. On motion by Councilman Orona and seconded by Councilman Tellez, the Council
voted unanimously to approve the second reading of Ordinance 17-07-03.

14. ORDINANCE 17-07-04 FOOD INSPECTIONS Seth Sorensen Acting City Manager, presented 
Council with Ordinance 17-07-04, an ordinance updating food service regulations. On motion by 
Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman Ornelas, the Council voted unanimously to approve 
the second reading of Ordinance 17-07-04.

15. ORDINANCE 17-08-01 ANNEXATION Seth Sorensen Acting City Manager, presented Council 
[bookmark: _GoBack]with Ordinance 17-08-01, an ordinance approving the annexation extending the northern and southern 
city limits of the Town of Pecos City. On motion by Councilman Tellez and seconded by Councilman 
Orona, the Council voted unanimously to approve the first reading of Ordinance 17-08-01.
